This scholarship is awarded to a graduating senior student-athlete at Highlands High School who plans to 
pursue a career in education. It is named for a coach and teacher who exemplified the finest in Highlands 
tradition. There is a plaque honoring recipients of the Scholarship near the entrance to the School Board office. 

The Scholarship is for a total of$15,000.00; $5,000.00 is awarded the first year, and an additional 
$5,000.00 the second year, provided the student is maintaining at least a 3.0 average and still pursuing a career in 
education. An additional $5,000.00 is offered for the third year provided the candidate (i) has successfully 
maintained at least a 3.0 average, (ii) has been accepted into the college's Teacher Certification Program or its 
equivalent, and (iii) demonstrates an active engagement in coaching or other athletic educational endeavors.6

The factors that will be considered in awarding the scholarship initially are: 

• Academic record
• Accomplishments in team athletics
• Extracurricular activities
• Sincere intent to pursue a career in education and coaching.
• Demonstrated character and leadership.
